
Student Dress Code 

General Guidelines  

 

Appropriate dress will be required at school and at all school sponsored 

events. 

Students may not wear items that advertise drugs, alcohol, tobacco, sex,            

nudity, or which allude to topics inappropriate for school which are consid-

ered offensive to others. 

Clothing or jewelry with obscene or provocative language or profanity is not 

allowed. 

No dress indicating gang relationship will be tolerated. 

Chains, spikes, and other clothing presenting a safety hazard are not                

permitted.  

The dress code applies to all students, male and female. 

Personal grooming should not be done in school. 

Students are not allowed to wear clothes of all one color. 

No clothing with numbers, states, or team names is allowed to be worn. 

All students will wear properly fitting clothing. 

 

Footwear 

 

According to Arizona law, footwear must be worn at all times. House shoes 

or slippers are not appropriate shoes for school. 

 

Headwear 

 

Any form of head covering (i.e. hats, stocking caps, visors, sunglasses, ban-

danas, hair nets, curlers, hair picks, and hoods) is not allowed to be worn 

during the regular school day. 

Religious head coverings may be worn with administrative approval. 
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Accessories 

 

Sunglasses are not to be worn in the school building. This means on the head, face, 

neck or hanging from clothing. 

Students are not permitted to wear outerwear jackets inside the building. 

Belts must be buckled and through belt loops. The belt should not be hanging. 

No chains, belts, key chains or wallet chains hanging from the pants. 

Tattoos need to be appropriate or they need to be covered. 

 

Pants/Skirts/Shorts/Dresses 

 

All are to be worn at the waistline. 

No sagging pants. A long shirt over sagging pants does not meet this requirement. 

Large holes or tears in clothing will not be allowed. 

Skirts, shorts, dresses length with slits that go above the mid-thigh are inappropri-

ate for school. 

Visible undergarments are inappropriate. 

No loungewear or pajamas. 

No pants with straps, chains, and/or holes for chains to attach are allowed. 

 

 

Shirts 

 

Must have an appropriate neckline. No cleavage is to be showing. Halter tops, tube 

tops, and spaghetti straps may not be worn. 

Must have appropriate length shirts that may be tucked in. No bare midriff of any 

kind is acceptable. 

Visible undergarments such as bra straps and underwear are inappropriate. 

Shoulders, abdomen, back and sides must be covered at all times. 

Muscle shirts are not allowed. 

See-through tops are inappropriate. 

Shirts with holes are inappropriate. 
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
