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Getting Started at MHS...  

New Student Enrollment 
 

Admission to Maya High School is open to all       

students ages 14-21 with documentation showing 

they have completed eighth grade (or with a social 

promotion or at age 16). Students who wish to         

enroll can visit the front office between 8:00 a.m. 

and 9:00 p.m. Students enrolling at Maya High 

School for the first time will need to request an     

appointment with the enrollment specialist to             

discuss school policy and procedures. Once an       

appointment is set, the student/parent is responsible 

for providing the school office with the following 

documents: 

 

current immunization records 

official state certified birth certificate   

withdrawal slip from previous school  

unofficial transcripts  

discipline and attendance reports  

Test Scores (AIMS, AZELLA,                      

TERRANOVA)  

 

The Parent/Guardian will also need to complete a 

primary language survey, emergency information 

form and student enrollment registration packet. 
 

Returning Student Enrollment 
 

Students who wish to re-enroll at Maya High 

School will need to request an appointment for                       

re-enrollment. The Parent/Guardian will need to 

complete a 

returning                

student                  

enrollment 

packet and 

provide the 

school with a 

copy of the 

studentôs                 

unofficial transcripts and withdrawal slip 

(applicable only if student transferred to another 

school). The student and parent will need to meet 

with an administrator to review school policy and             

procedures. The student may need to be placed on 

academic and/or social probation. 

 

Enrollment is contingent upon the total        

enrollment at Maya High School. Students 

may be placed on a waiting list. 

We reserve the right to honor expulsion 

codes from other schools. 

 

Withdrawal from School 
 

A withdrawal from school shall be presented to       

the parent or legal guardian of any student. The       

withdrawal form shall include a code as to the       

reason for the withdrawal and a signature of the 

official from Maya High School. A student may be 

withdrawn from school only by a parent/guardian. 

The school will request notice from the parent at 

least three days in advance so records and            

documents may be prepared. A copy of the         

withdrawal form will be given to the student and          

a copy will be placed in the studentôs permanent 

record. 



Academics  

Graduation Requirements 

 

Maya High School requires a minimum of 20 credits for graduation to receive a high school diploma for 

students with a Cohort year of 2012 and below. Students with a 2013 and 2014 graduation cohort will be 

required to complete a total of 22 credits. 

The following table is a list of graduation requirements dictated by the Arizona Department of Education                        

according to cohort class. Please check with the university of your choice to make sure you meet its                         

requirements.                                                                                                                                                     

Note: Students must also meet or exceed the AIMS Examination requirements. 

Students can choose to complete more than 20 credits and can be concurrently 

enrolled in a college course program. These credits may be used to determine 

the studentôs GPA. 

College or university entry credits may vary according to the school. We                   

suggest students who wish to attend a college or university research the entry 

or credit requirements to the school 

of their choice. Students who earn and maintain a 3.0 GPA or above may be 

considered able to graduate with honors.

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Grades 
 

Grades in the classroom are based on tests,         

quizzes, projects, research participation, class 

work and attendance. Students will receive a    

progress report mid-block regarding their grades. 

If a student falls below a C or 70% at any time 

during the block, the student may be placed on 

academic probation. If a student receives a D 

grade in a core class, which is English, Math,   

Science or Social Studies, the student will need to 

repeat that class and the credit will count as an 

elective credit. A student can fail a course by not 

attending 90% of the class. Parents/Guardians 

will receive a report card in the mail at the end of 

each block. A student will receive 1/2 credit for 

each class that they pass.  

 

Questioning Grades 
 

Students and family members have the right to 

question grades and grading procedures. The               

student should first consult with his or her teacher 

and attempt to resolve the matter. If a resolution 

is not made, the student should address the matter 

with the school principal. Issuance of grades and 

grading procedures are local school matters, and 

every attempt to remedy the situation at the 

school level should be made. 

 

Schedules 
 

A studentôs schedule is created based on the         

studentôs transcripts and the session he/she has 

selected. Administration will review the students 

transcripts and select classes that will benefit the 

student towards their goal of graduation. No 

schedule will be changed without administrative 

approval.  

 

 

 

Adult Students 
 

Adult students (18 years or older) will follow the 

same attendance and behavioral policies as all 

other students. Parents who want adult students to 

be responsible for their attendance may file a note 

with the Attendance Office. 

 

TerraNova 

 

Beginning with the 2004-2005 school year, the 

Arizona Department of Education (ADE)          

replaced the Stanford Achievement Test with            

TerraNova created by CTB/McGraw-Hill.                     

The TerraNova is a national norm-referenced   

assessment that tests reading, language arts and 

mathematics. It is administered to Arizona                     

students in Grades 2 and 9. TerraNova is a timed 

test and is closely aligned with ADE educational 

standards. The results of the TerraNova are    

meaningful and useful to Arizona students,             

teachers, administration and parents. 

 

Galileo Testing 
 

Maya High School uses Galileo, a benchmark    

test that assesses student achievement and           

accountability. 

This test, given 

school-wide 

throughout the 

year is designed 

to provide          

students, parents, 

and teachers with 

valid, timely and reliable test results regarding the 

mastery of Arizona State Standards. This data will 

be used to determine if students are on track in 

meeting the standards on AIMS. This data will 

become meaningful in the classroom as an                        

instructional tool. 
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Academic Programs 
 

We believe all students can perform at high        

levels given high expectations and support from 

parents, teachers, school administration and the            

community. Our staff will model positive            

behavior by taking responsibility for powerful 

teaching standards and holding high expectations 

for all students. The powerful instruction will be 

characterized by: 

Relevant coursework.

Maya High School has many programs that foster 

and support our students so they are successful. 
 

Accelerated Reader 
 

Maya High School students are    

motivated to use the Accelerated 

Reader Program. This program     

is designed to encourage students to 

read books and improve their          

reading and comprehension levels. 

The program tracks the books the           

students have read and measures 

their reading comprehension level. This is done by 

the student taking online quizzes and exams. 

 

Study Island 
 

Study Island is a web-based program that is       

designed to help students master the standards        

specific to their grade level in math, reading, and 

writing. Study Island is accessible to students 

from school, home or the public library. The        

program is divided into sections based on             

subjects. Each section is made up of 10 or 25    

topics. Each topic contains questions with           

explanations. All topics are accompanied by a         

lesson, which includes some brief information 

about the material covered by the questions. Study            

Islandôs focus on the state standards enables            

students to improve their skills in all tested areas. 

 

AIMS Study Guides 
 

All students enrolled at Maya High School who 

will be testing AIMS, will be given an AIMS study 

guide prepared by the Arizona Department of     

Education. The guide is divided into subject areas. 

It includes a short explanation of each testing       

format, hints for test taking and sample test          

questions; as well as a scoring guide for written 

responses. This guide is provided not to teach you 

what you should know, but to help you become 

familiar with the test.

Behavioral Probation Contract 
 

The main purpose of a Social/Behavioral          

Probation Contract is to formulate a plan to 

help a student correct his/her behavior and 

function effectively within the school. 
Therefore, behavioral probation contracts will be 

tailored to fit the individual needs of the student. 

As a result, if a student is placed on a Social/

Behavioral Contract then administration, teachers, 

parents and the student will be part of the process. 

All contracts must be signed by an administrator,        

parents/guardians and the student. Once signed by 

all parties, if a student violates the conditions of the 

contract, the student will have a disciplinary               

hearing to decide their future at Maya High School. 
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Maya High School Academic, Attendance, Social/Behavioral Probation 
 

Student achievement is the ultimate goal of Maya High School. Although student achievement can be  

determined in a myriad of ways, Maya strives to create a strong foundation for its learners by challenging 

their aptitude and developing their character. We believe both components must be developed for a  

child to become successful in college, career and life. It is our hope Mayaôs graduates will model high  

standards and become positive contributors within their own communities. Maya is open to all types of 

learners and we recognize not all children learn at the same pace and in the same way. We do believe                 

students placed in a structured environment with high standards and a system of accountability                       

accompanied by parental support, will succeed regardless of their background. 

 

In order to uphold the ideals of the school, both student behavior and achievement are closely monitored. 

This system of checks and balances ensures wherever possible students are kept on track. Students are 

placed on probation when they do not meet the behavior and academic standards of Maya High School.     

A student may be placed on probation for any of the following reasons: 

 

Academic and Attendance Probation 

If the studentôs grades fall below a 2.0 GPA or if the student has a failing grade in any course at the 

progress or final report of each quarter. 

If the student does not exhibit on-task behavior. 

If a student does not attend school every day or arrive to school on time. 

 

Behavioral/Social Probation 

If the student has a major violation outlined in the Student/Agreement Contract that does not         

warrant an expulsion. 

If the student has cumulative minor infractions which occur frequently enough with little or no          

intent to follow school policy. 

If the student exhibits disrespectful or disruptive behavior. 

If the student habitually violates the dress code. 

 

Consequences  

Student is placed on contract for immediate improvement. 

Student is required to complete community service hours. 

Student attends weekly math, writing and reading workshops. 

Student is removed from extra-curricular activities. 

Student may be moved to another session whether it be morning, afternoon, or evening. 

Student may be suspended from school for a period of time. 

Student may be expelled from school. 
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Attendance Policy 
 

Maya High School believes there is a clear and positive correlation between student learning and                          

consistent and prompt attendance in class. The regular school attendance of a student is required by          

Arizona law. 

 

Students are required to attend ninety percent (90%) of each course, each block, in order to receive 

course credit. The school runs on a block schedule, 36-38 days per block, 3 classes per day, and                                 

1 hour and 50 minutes per class in order to receive credit. 

Absences must be made-up the same week the student missed class or classes. 

If a student does not make up their absences within the same week, this will count as a                         

Permanent Absence for each class not made up. 

An absence becomes a Permanent Absence if not made up within the same week. 

A student will not receive credit after 3 Permanent Absences per class, per block. 

A student who abuses the attendance policy will be placed on an Attendance Probation Contract.         

Parents/Guardians will be contacted for a meeting to sign a strict Attendance Contract. 
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Attendance  

Truancy 
 

A willful, unexcused absence, without the             

knowledge or approval of the principal or the           

parent of the student, is truancy. Repeat instances 

of truancy will result in a meeting between parent/

guardian and the Dean of Students to discuss          

Attendance Probation. 
 

Tardiness 
 

Tardiness beyond 15 minutes in a class will be    

considered an absence. Any tardy before the 15 

minute marker is considered a tardy with 3 tardies 

equaling an absence. The student will need to            

make up the time and work in accordance with the                        

attendance policy. 
 

1-3 tardies: Lunch detention and is                    

required to make up time. 

3-5 tardies: 1 day in-school suspension or 

moved to another program. 

5 or more tardies: 3 days out-of-school              

suspension. 

First Hour Sweep 
 

Students who are late more than 15 minutes for 

their first hour class will be placed in a Sweep 

room. They will be considered absent in that 

class and will need to make up time and work in 

accordance with the attendance policy. This will 

also count toward the overall tardy policy. The 

student may be moved to a different school                          

session. 

 

Lunch Detention 
 

Maya High School may utilize Lunch Detention 

in an effort to promote student self-responsibility 

and compliance with campus policy and               

procedures. Students will do work and stay         

engaged for the entire time and follow directives 

by the detention teacher. Students will still be 

able to have lunch and will need to eat it in the 

detention room. Non-attendance may result in 

further disciplinary action. 
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Student Services  

Lunch 

 

Maya High School provides lunch during the  

morning session as a part of the National School 

Lunch Program. Parents/

Guardians will need to 

complete an Income          

Application provided by 

the school. Students may 

qualify for free or reduced 

lunch depending on the 

information provided on 

the application. This         

application needs to be 

completed each year and 

is available August 1, 

2008. Meals are served at 

prices set by Maya High 

School and prices for the school year will be     

available on or before the first day of classes. 

 
Lunch Time  
 

The following common courtesies are expected                  

of our students during lunch: 

 

Moving ahead of others in the lunch line is      

unacceptable. 

Loud talk and excessive noise such as shouting 

are not appropriate behaviors. 

Throwing food, paper or other items is                

unacceptable. 

All trash/trays in your area must be disposed                           

of properly. 

 

Library Services 

 

Maya High School staff supports the curriculum 

and provides a wide variety of materials suitable to 

the interest and abilities of students in their pursuit 

of knowledge and love of reading. In order for the 

school to maintain a high quality collection,            

students learn responsibility in caring for library 

material. If library material is lost or damaged the 

student is expected to pay for the lost or damaged 

material. Failure to pay for damages may result in 

school records not being released if a student is 

transferring to another school. 
 

Textbooks 
 

Textbooks are the property of Maya High School. 

The student is expected to care for and protect          

the textbook while in use. The student is                          

responsible for any damages that may occur to                    

the textbook and consequences will be decided                    

by administration. 

 

Transportation  

 

Maya High School provides students with a 

monthly bus pass for the Valley Metro for their 

transportation to and from school. Students who do 

not attend school more than 90% of the time 

(which equals more than 3 absences) will have to 

purchase the monthly bus card the school would 

normally provide for the students. The charge for 

the monthly bus card will be $10.00. Our aim is                           

to mandate consistent attendance and academic                      

success. 

 

School Parking 
 

Violation of school parking regulations will be 

grounds for suspension of driving privileges at 

school or other disciplinary action deemed by 

the administration. 

 

If a student drives a vehicle to school, he/she 

must be licensed and covered by insurance. In 

addition, the school is not responsible for the 

automobile or its contents. 
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
